WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE
PERIOD ENDING 25.07.2018 (Till Wednesday morning)

During last three days light to moderate rains at most places and heavy rains occurred at
isolated places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures
ranged between 25-35°C and 19-27°C respectively. As per the forecast received from
Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains may occur at many places and
moderate to heavy rains may occur at few places over different parts of the State during next
five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 27-34°C and
19-25°C, respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

e Drain out excess water from the fields of rainfed crops where heavy rainfall received.

e Take up sowing of Castor, Redgram and Sunflower.

e Take up sowing of paddy nurseries of Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) and other short
duration rice varieties.

e Take up sowing of Maize using short duration cultivars in in ridge and furrow method.

e Apply Carbofuran 3 G @ 800 g /200sg.m. (2 Guntas) to rice nurseries one week before
pulling nursery.

e Take up transplanting of rice in East West direction with 20 cm alley ways at 2 m interval
to minimize the incidence of BPH during crop season.

e By taking advantage of recent rains, top dress Urea @ 30-35 kg and 10 kg Muriate of
Potash per acre for Maize for 25-30 days old crop.

e By taking advantage of recent rains, top dress Urea @ 10 kg, DAP @ 50 kg and Muriate of
Potash @ 10 kg per acre for Cotton for 15-20 days old crop.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of sucking pests in cotton.
To prevent the pests, apply Monocrotophos and water in 1:4 ratio with a soft brush on
tender part of the stem for 30 days old crop.

e The incidence of Castor Semilooper is noticed in crop sown during 2™ fortnight of June in
Jogulamba_Gadwal, Wanaparthy and Mahabubnagar Districts . Monitor the spread of the
pest and adopt the following IPM measures
—Arrange bird perches @ 8-10 per acre
—To control early instar larvae spray Neem oil @ 5 ml or BT @ 1 g per litre of water.

—Observe for natural parasitization of Microplitus in the field. If noticed, do not spray the
chemical

—Under severe incidence of pests spray Acephate @ 1.5 g or Thiodicarb @ 1.5g per litre of
water.






Vegetables

The prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of sucking pests in vegetables.
To control, spray Fipronil @ 2ml or Thiomethoxim @ 0.3g per litre of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for development of leaf spot disease in Bhendi,
Tomato, Brinjal. To Control, spray Propineb @ 2g per liter of water.

Take-up nursery sowing of Tomato, Brinjal and Chillies.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Damping-off disease in
nurseries of Tomato, Brinjal and Chillies. If noticed, control it by drenching with Copper-
Oxy-Chloride @ 3g per liter of water.

Take-up direct sowing of Gourds, Beans and Bhendi wherever irrigation facility is available.
