WEATHER BASED AGRO ADVISORIES FOR THE
PERIOD ENDING 07.08.2019 (Till Wednesday morning)

During last three days moderate to rather heavy rains occurred at many places over
different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 24-31°C
and 19-24°C respectively. As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad,
light to moderate rains may occur at many places over different parts of the State during next
five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 26-34°C and
21-25°C respectively.

WEATHER BASED AGRO-ADVISORIES

e In view of rainfall forecast for the next five days the following measures may be taken up
after receipt of rainfall
- Take up top dressing of fertilizers in rainfed crops
- Take up sowing of Castor crop in Southern Telangana Zone.
- Take up sowing of Redgram at closer spacing.
- Drain out excess water from the fields of rainfed crops.
e Complete the sowing of paddy nurseries of Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) and other short
duration rice varieties by 05™ August.
e Apply Carbofuran 3 G @ 800 g /200sg.m. (2 Guntas) to rice nurseries one week before
pulling nursery.
e Take up transplanting of rice in East West direction with 20 cm alley ways at 2 m interval
to minimize the incidence of BPH during crop season.
e In view of shortage of water, don’t take up growing of rice nurseries. However, go for
direct seeding of rice under puddled conditions after receipt of sufficient rains.
e To prevent sucking pests in cotton, apply Monocrotophos and water in 1:4 ratio with a soft
brush on tender part of the stem for 30 days old crop.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Erwinia stalk rot in maize.
To control, apply Neemcake @ 100 kg + Bleaching Powder (35% Chlorine) @ 10 kg per
acre.

Vegetables
e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed. To control, spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Acephate
@ 1.5 g per litre of water.
e Take-up direct sowing of Gourds, Beans and Bhendi wherever irrigation facility is available.
