WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES
FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 02.07.2022 (Saturday) TO 06.07.2022 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:
During the last three days heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate

rains occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and
minimum temperatures ranged between 30-36°C and 22-27°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to

moderate rains very likely to occur at few places over different parts of the State
during next five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range
between 31-37°C and 21-26°C respectively.

Warning

Heavy rain likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Komaram Bheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Karimnagar, Peddapalli,
Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Nalgonda, Suryapet, Medak and Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories
Onset of Southwest Monsoon over Telangana was recorded on 13" June and
covered entire Telangana on 16" June, 2022.
Take up sowing of Bajra and Korra up to 31% July.
Take up sowing of Castor crop up to 31% July. Seed treatment with Thiram or
Captan @ 3g per kg seed to avoid seedling rot in Castor.
Take up sowing of Cotton up to 20" July.
Apply 20-24 kg phosphorus per acre at the time of sowing as basal application
to the Bt cotton crop.

Rice

Farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of medium duration varieties
wherever sufficient water is available.

Paddy seed should be treated with Carbendazim @ 3g per kg seed.

By taking advantage of the present rains, take-up sowing of Sunhemp or
Dhaincha as in-situ green manure crop preceding rice. Sow Greengram as
catch crop preceding rice depending on the availability of release of water.

Sow the paddy nurseries of Telangana Sona (RNR 15048) rice from 10" July.

Maize

Rainfed maize may be sown from up to 31% July. Long and medium duration
hybrids may be sown between up to 15" July and short duration hybrids may
be sown between up to 31% July.

To control Fall Army Worm, seed may be treated with Cyantraniliprole +
Thiamethoxam @ 6 ml per kg seed.




Soybean
e Don’t sow the Soybean crop in light soils.

e Take up sowing of Soybean up to 10" July at closer spacing.
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Fly in
Soybean. To control, spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per litre of water.

Vegetables
e If incidence of sucking pests is noticed to control spray Acephate @ 1.5 g per

litre of water.

e |f incidence of Damping off is noticed in Tomato, Brinjal, Chilli and Marigold
nurseries, drench nursery bed with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of
water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Fruit Fly in Ridge
Gourd and Bitter Gourd. Monitor the incidence by placing 10 pheromone traps
per acre. If incidence is more, to control Fruit Fly spray Neemoil @ 2 ml or
Novaluron @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Livestock
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of

- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep

- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the animals

- Deworming in Sheep
