Weather details of past 3 days:
Southwest monsoon has been vigorous over Telangana.

During the last three days heavy rain occurred at few places and light to moderate rainfall
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 27-33°C and 20-25°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at most places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 29-38°C and 21-26°C
respectively.

Warning

e Heavy rain very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of Telangana during next 48
hours.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Drain out excess water from the fields of rainfed crops wherever heavy rainfall received.

Rice

e Those farmers who have not raised the paddy nursery so far advised to sow the paddy crop under
direct sown method which saves the time and money.

e Apply Carbofuran 3 G @ 800 g /200sg.m. (2 Guntas) to rice nurseries one week before pulling
nursery.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Stem Borer in rice which is at
tillering stage. To control, apply Carbofuran 3G @ 10 kg or Chlorantriniliprole 0.4 G @ 4 kgs per
acre.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of BLB in Rice. To control, spray
Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 30 g + Plantomycin @ 2 g per liter of water twice at weekly interval.

Maize

e Due to heavy rains, Phosphorus deficiency may occur in Maize crop. After cessation of rains spray
19-19-19 @ 5 g or DAP @ 20g per liter of water.

e Short duration maize hybrids may be sown up to 31st July.

e To control Fall Army Worm in maize, seed may be treated with Cyantraniliprole + Thiamethoxam @
6 ml per kg seed.

e After cessation of rains, apply 20 kg Urea and 15 kg Muriate of Potash per acre as booster dose in
maize crop.

Cotton

e If soil application of fertilizers is not possible, Take up a foliar spray of Polyfeed (19:19:19) or Multi-
K (13-0-45) or Urea @10g/lit of water twice at weekly intervals for the fast recovery of the cotton
crop.

e Control both grassy and broad leaved weeds by spraying Quizalo-Fop-Ethyl @ 2ml + Pyrithiobac
Sodium @ 1.25 ml per liter of water in 20-25 DAS in cotton.



e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Aphids in Cotton. To control, spray
Neem Oil @ 5 ml + Imidachloprid @ 0.25 ml per liter of water.

e Spray and also drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3g/l or Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2g/l to
prevent the spread of soil borne diseases (Wilt) twice in 5-7 days interval.

e Take up prophylactic spray of Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Carbendazim @ 1g and Neem
Oil @ 5 ml or Fipronil 2ml/lit of water on cotton crop to avoid flare-up of pest and disease problems.

Soybean
e Wherever Intercultivation is not possible in 25 days old Soybean crop due to recent heavy rains, spray

Imazethapyr 10% SL @ 250 ml or Imazethapyr + Imazamox @ 40 g or Fluazifop-P-Butyl @ 400 ml
or Sodium Acifluorfen + Clodinafop Propargyl @ 400 ml in 200 liters of water per acre to control
Grasses and Broad Leaved weeds.

e Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for incidence of Charcoal rot disease in Soybean crop. If
observed, to control soil drench with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @3 g per litre of water.

e If stem rot is noticed in soybean, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2.5 g per liter of water.

Redgram
e Prevailing weather conditions are favorable for incidence of Phytophthora stem blight disease in

Redgram. If observed, to control soil drench with Metalaxyl @ 2 g per litre of water.
Sugarcane
e After cessation of rains, apply 50 kg Urea and 50 kg Muriate of Potash per acre as top dressing in
Sugarcane by pocketing method. If fertilizer application is not possible, spray Urea @ 2.5 g and
MOP @ 2.5g per liter of water twice at 10 days interval.
Vegetables
e If incidence of Damping off is noticed in Tomato, Brinjal, Chilli and Marigold nurseries, drench
nursery bed with Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.
Livestock
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep
- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent the
diseases, vaccinate the animals
