Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of
the State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 35°C to 40°C and 20°C to
27°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at few places over different parts of the State during next five days. The maximum
and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 36°C to 40°C and 20°C to 27°C
respectively.

Warning

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning, Hailstorm and gusty winds very likely to occur at
isolated places in the districts of Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal,
Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sircilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Mahabubabad, Warangal,
Hanumakonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal
Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar during next two days.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Pre Hailstorm Management Strategies
In view of the hailstorm forecast, farmers are advised not to stand under the trees and don’t
allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

In view of the hailstorm forecast, allow Cattle, Sheep, Goat stay back in protected sheds
only.
Mo)\//e away from water bodies, electric poles and wires.
In ID crops provide drainage channels to remove excess water.
Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.
Harvest the matured grain Maize and Vegetables.

Farmers are advised to keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast
disease during the crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

e In the state rice crop is from Panicle Initiation to Grain Hardening stage.

e Farmers are advised to spray Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml or Tetraniliprole @ 0.5 ml per liter of
water at booting stage, those who are already applied Carbofuran 3G granules @ 10 kg per acre
at tiller initiation to maximum tillering stage.

e Prevailing high temperatures are congenial for the incidence of Panicle Mite in rice. To control,
spray Dicofol @ 5 ml or Spiromesifen @ 1 ml per liter of water.

e Farmers are advised not to use Tricyclazole continuously to control blast. Asked to rotate use
some other chemicals.

e If blast is observed during booting stage advised not to apply final dose of nitrogen fertilizer.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Blast disease in rice. Monitor the
incidence of the disease, spray Tricyclazole + Mancozeb @ 2.5 g or Isoprothiolane @ 1.6 ml or
Kasugamycin @ 2.5 ml per litre of water. If incidence is severe Azoxystrobin + Tricyclazole @
1 ml or Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin @ 0.4 g or Picoxystrobin + Tricyclazole @ 2 ml or
Azoxystrobin + Difenoconazole @ 1 ml per liter of water.

In some of the places, prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Sheath
Blight in rice. To control, spray Hexaconazole @ 2 ml or Propiconazole @ 1 ml or
Tebuconazole + Trifloxystrobin 75 WG @ 0.4q per liter of water.

Maize

Incidence of Fall Army Worm observed in Maize. To control, spray Chlorantriniliprole @
0.4 ml or Spinotorum @ 0.5 ml per liter of water around the whorls.

Groundnut

Incidence of Stem Rot is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb
@ 2.5 g per liter of water.

Incidence of Tikka Leafspot is noticed in groundnut. To control, spray Tebuconazole @ 1.0
ml or Chlorthalonil @ 2.0 g per liter of water.

Rabi Castor

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Capsule Borer in Castro. To
control, spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or Novaluron @ 1 ml per liter of water.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Spodoptera in Rabi Castor.
To control, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml or Novaluron @ 1 ml or Profenophos @ 2 ml per
liter of water.

Greengram and Blackgram

To control Pod Borers at flowering and pod formation stage apply 5% NSKE or Neem Oil @
5 ml or Indoxacarb @ 1 ml per liter of water.

If incidence of Pod Borers is severe, spray Flubendiamide @ 0.2 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @
0.3 ml per liter of water.

To control white fly, spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter of water
otherwise they will spread the Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus.

Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Maruca. Monitor the
incidence if the incidence is severe, to control spray

To control Powdery Mildew, spray Myclobutanil @ 0.5g or Carbendazim @ 1 g per liter of
water twice at 10-15 days interval.

Sesamum

Incidence of sucking pest is noticed in Sesamum. To control, spray Acephate @ 1 g per liter
of water.

To control Leaf Webber and Capsule Borer in Sesamum, spray Profenophos @ 2 ml or
Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Chlorpyriphos @ 2.5 ml per liter of water.

Tomato

Arrange 10 pheromone traps per acre to monitor the incidence of Spodoptera, Helicoverpa
and Pin Worm. As a preventive measure during initial stage spray Azadirachtin 10000 PPM
@ 3 ml per liter of water. If incidence is more spray Novaluron @ 1.5 ml or Emamectin
Benzoate @ 0.4g or Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Chlorantriniliprole @ 0.3 ml per liter of
water.

Chilli



e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit Rot in Chillies. To
control spray Copper-Oxy-Chloride @ 3 g or Mancozeb @ 2.5g or Propiconazole @ 1 ml per
liter of water.

Brinjal

e To control shoot and fruit borer install 10-15 pheromone traps per acre followed by spraying of
Neem Oil 10000 PPM @ 3 ml per liter of water. Pinching of shoot tips is also advised. If
incidence is more spray Flubendiamide @ 0.25 ml or Emamectin Benzoate @ 0.4 g.

Onion

e To avoid the incidence of Thrips and Purple Blotch spray Fipronil @ 2 ml + Mancozeb @ 2.5¢
per liter of water twice at 8-10 days interval.

Bhendi

e To control white fly in Bhendi, spray Monocrotophos @ 1.6 ml or Acephate @ 1.5 g per liter
of water otherwise they will spread the Yellow Vein Mosaic Virus.

Mango

o Ir?igate the orchards during fruit set and development stage as per soil condition.

e To control fruit fly in mango, install and erect 08-10 pheromone traps per acre at marble size
fruit development stage.

e To control Mangu in Mango, spray Carbendazim + Mancozeb @ 2 g per liter of water.

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for incidence of Hopper in Mango. To control,
spray Dimethoate @ 2 ml or Imidacloprid @ 0.3 ml or Thiomethoxim @0.3 g. at flower bud
initiation stage.

e |If power sprayers are used for spraying of pesticides double the dose of the pesticides and
reduce the water quantity by 50%.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Chickenpox and Ranikhet in poultry birds to prevent vaccinate them
- Advised to Deworming the Sheep and Goat to control warms
