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WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
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Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light to moderate rains
occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The maximum and minimum
temperatures ranged between 28°C to 35°C and 17°C to 24°C respectively.

Forecasted weather for the next 5 days:
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains very

likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the State during next five days. The
maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 33°C to 41°C and 20°C to 27°C
respectively.

Warning

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning, gusty winds very likely to occur at isolated places in
the districts Nirmal, Nizamabad, Rajanna Siricilla, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanumakonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Kamareddy,
Nagarkurnool, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Vikarabad, Mahabubnagar and Wanaparthy of
Telangana during next three days.

Management Strategies for light to moderate rains with thunderstorm

accompanied with lightning

e In view of the thunderstorm and gusty winds forecast, farmers are advised not to stand under
the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e In ID crops (vegetables) provide drainage channels to remove excess water.

e Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

Post Hailstorm Management Strategies.

e Farmers are advised to dry the harvested rice drenched in water, in safe places.

e Farmers are advised to spray 5% Sodium salt (50g per liter of water) on lodged plants to
avoid germination.

e If maize crop is damaged at cob development stage, advised to harvest the cobs as green ears
and sell it in the market.

e |f maize crop is at grain hardening physiological maturity stage, advised to open the cob
sheath to expose the grains to the sun and to prevent the fungal growth.

e Collect the fallen fruits and transport the same to the market or process them into a value
added products. Otherwise diseases may spread due to rottening of the fallen fruits.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

Fodder Crops
e Take up sowing of fodder Jowar and Fodder Maize for green fodder where ever sufficient
water is available and Fodder Bajra and Fodder Cowpea in less water available areas.

Poultry
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of Ranikhet disease in poultry.
To prevent the diseases, vaccinate the birds.



Livestock
e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of warms in Sheep and Goat.
To control, advised to Deworming the Sheep and Goat.
