Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 35°C to 44°C and 20°C to 29°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the state during next
five days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 36°C to 45°C
and 23°C to 30°C respectively.

Day 1.  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (40-50 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad,
Jagtiyal, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy,
Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana..

Day 2:  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(30-40 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad,
Jagtiyal districts of Telangana.

Day 3:  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(40-50 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad,
Jagtiyal, Rajanna Sirsilla, Sangareddy, Medak, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of
Telangana. Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu,
Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad,
Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar districts of Telangana.

Day 4.  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(40-50 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Adilabad, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtiyal, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy,
Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy,
Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana. Thunderstorm accompanied with
Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in remaining
districts of Telangana.

Day 5:  Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(40-50 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Adilabad, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar,
Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(30-40 kmph) very likely to occur
at isolated places in Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Nizamabad, Jagtiyal,
Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri
Kothagudem, Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories




. In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not to
stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

o In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water
bodies, electric poles and wires.

e  Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

. In anticipation of the light to moderate rainfall forecast for next five days, farmers are advised to take
up summer ploughing.

. Collect and test the soil sample for the soil nutrient status.

o Take up sowing of fodder Jowar and Fodder Maize for green fodder where ever sufficient water is
available and Fodder Bajra and Fodder Cowpea in less water available areas.

. Farmers are advised to go for in-situe green manure using anticipated rainfall forecast.

Mango

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the incidence of Fruit fly in Mango. To control, Hang
plastic containers with 200ml of water having Malathion @ 2ml + Methyl Eugenol @ 2 ml per liter of
water at marble size fruit development stage.

Poultry

e Protect the poultry birds by arranging fans and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy straw and
arrange sprinklers.

e Feed poultry birds with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide cool water for drinking.

Cattle

e In view of high maximum temperature forecast, keep the Animals, Sheep and Goat under shade and
feed the animal with proper nutrition and water reduce the heat stress on animal.

e Feed the livestock with green fodder to increase the fat content in the milk during the high maximum
temperature.
