WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 25.05.2024(Saturday) TO 29.05.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, light to moderate rains occurred at few places over different parts of the
State. The maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 36°C to 42°C and 21°C to 30°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at isolated places over different parts of the state during next
two days i.e., from 1300hrs of 24.05.2024 to 0830hrs of 26.05.2024 and dry weather may prevail
over different parts of the state during later three days i.e., from 0830hrs of 26.05.2024 to 0830hrs
of 29.05.2024. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 37°C to
45°C and 23°C to 31°C respectively.

Warnings:

Day 1: Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal
Malkajgiri districts of Telangana.

Day 2: Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds(30-40 kmph) very likely to
occur at isolated places in Bhadradri Kothagudem, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak districts of
Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

e Advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of rainfed
crops.

e Farmers are advised to dry the harvested rice drenched in water due to heavy rains, in safe places.

e Collect the fallen fruits and transport the same to the market or process them into a value added
products. Otherwise diseases may spread due to rottening of the fallen fruits.

e Inview of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not to stand under
the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water bodies,
electric poles and wires.

e Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

e In anticipation of the light to moderate rainfall forecast for next two days, farmers are advised to take
up summer ploughing.

e Collect and test the soil sample for the soil nutrient status.

e Take up sowing of fodder Jowar and Fodder Maize for green fodder where ever sufficient water is
available and Fodder Bajra and Fodder Cowpea in less water available areas.

e Farmers are advised to go for in-situe green manure using anticipated rainfall forecast.
