Weather details of past 3 days:
During last three days, light rains occurred at isolated places over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 36°C to 45°C and 23°C to 33°C respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):

As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate rains or
thundershowers very likely to occur at many places over different parts of the state during next five
days. The maximum and minimum temperatures are likely to range between 32°C to 41°C and
20°C to 27°C respectively.

Day 1:  Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (40-50 kmph) very

likely to occur at isolated places in Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri,
Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet,
Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem, Khammam,
Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Medak, Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Day 2:  Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (40-50 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar,
Peddapalli, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri
Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri, Vikarabad, Sangareddy,
Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet,
Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana. Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with
Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in
remaining districts of Telangana.

Day 3:  Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (40-50 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial,
Nirmal, Nizamabad, Nalgonda, Rangareddy, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Kamareddy,
Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool, Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of
Telangana. Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40
kmph) very likely to occur at isolated places in remaining districts of Telangana.

Day 4. Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in Mancherial, Nizamabad, Jagtial, Rajanna Sirsilla,
Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Jangaon,
Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri, Rangareddy, Hyderabad, Medchal Malkajgiri,
Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Medak, Kamareddy, Mahabubnagar, Nagarkurnool,
Wanaparthy, Narayanpet, Jogulamba Gadwal districts of Telangana.

Day 5:  Thunderstorm with rain accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very
likely to occur at isolated places in all districts of Telangana.



Weather based Agromet Advisories

Southwest monsoon has entered some parts over Telangana state on 03 June.

Take-Up sowing of rainfed crops like Cotton, Soybean, Maize, Jowar, Redgram, Greengram, Cotton
etc., only after receiving cumulative rainfall of 50-60 mm in light soils and 60-75 mm in heavy soils or
the soil should be wet up to top 15-20 cm after start of South-West monsoon rains in the State.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not to stand under
the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under trees.

In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water bodies,
electric poles and wires.

Transport the harvested produce to the safe places or cover with tarpaulins.

Advised to procure and keep ready the seed, fertilizers and pesticides for timely sowing of rainfed crops.
Farmers are advised to go for in-situe green manuring (Dhaincha, Sunhemp and Greengram) using
recent rains.

Dig the pits for planting new orchards.

Rice

Under assured irrigation farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of long duration (140-145days)
varieties.

Paddy seed should be treated with Carbendazim @ 3g per kg seed.

Month of June is not optimum for raising paddy nurseries using Telangana Sona  (RNR 15048)
variety.

Poultry

Protect the poultry birds (high maximum temperatures recorded at isolated places) by arranging fans
and foggers in sheds, cover the sheds with paddy straw and arrange sprinklers.
Feed poultry birds with wet mash to increase the feed intake and provide cool water for drinking.

Cattle

In view of high maximum temperature at isolated places, keep the Animals, Sheep and Goat under
shade and feed the animal with proper nutrition and water reduce the heat stress on animal.

Feed the livestock with green fodder to increase the fat content in the milk during the high maximum
temperature.
