WEATHER BASED AGROMET ADVISORIES

FOR TELANGANA STATE
FROM DATE: 20.07.2024(Saturday) TO 24.07.2024 (Wednesday)

Weather details of past 3 days:

During last three days, heavy to very heavy rains occurred at isolated places and light
to moderate rains occurred at many places over different parts of the State. The
maximum and minimum temperatures ranged between 26°C to 33°C and 21°C to 26°C
respectively.

Weather forecast for the next 5 days (Based on today’s forecast at 1300 hrs):
As per the forecast received from Meteorological Centre, Hyderabad, light to moderate
rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at most places over different parts of the
state during next three days (i.e., from 1300 hrs of 19.07.2024 to 08.30 hrs of
22.07.2024) and light to moderate rains or thundershowers very likely to occur at many
places over different parts of the state during later two days (i.e., from 08.30 hrs of
22.07.2024 t0 08.30 hrs of 24.07.2024). The maximum and minimum temperatures are
likely to range between 26°C to 35°C and 22°C to 24°C respectively.

Warnings:

Day 1: Very Heavy to Extremely Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in
Karimnagar, Peddapalli, Jayashankar Bhupalpally, Mulugu and Bhadradri Kothagudem
districts of Telangana.

Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal, Jagtial, Khammam, Warangal, Hanamkonda districts of
Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at a FEW places in Adilabad, Nizamabad, Rajanna
Sirsilla, Nalgonda, Suryapet, Mahabubabad, Jangaon, Siddipet, Yadadri Bhuvanagiri,
Kamareddy districts of Telangana.

Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.

Day2: Very Heavy to Extremely Heavy Rain very likely to occur at Isolated places in Adilabad,
Kumarambheem Asifabad, Mancherial, Nirmal and Peddapalli districts of Telangana.
Heavy to Very Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Nizamabad, Jagtial,
Rajanna Sirsilla, Karimnagar, Jayashankar Bhupalpally districts of Telangana.
Heavy Rain very likely to occur at a FEW places in Mulugu, Bhadradri Kothagudem,
Khammam, Warangal, Hanamkonda, Vikarabad, Sangareddy, Kamareddy,
Mahabubnagar, Narayanpet districts of Telangana.
Thunderstorm accompanied with Lightning and gusty winds (30-40 kmph) very likely
to occur at isolated places in all the districts of Telangana.

Heavy Rain very likely to occur at isolated places in Adilabad, Kumarambheem
Asifabad, Mancherial districts of Telangana.

Weather based Agromet Advisories

¢ Inview of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, provide drainage channels to drain
out excess water from the crop fields.




e Inview of heavy rainfall forecast for the next three days, temporarily postpone the spraying
of chemicals in the agricultural fields.

e Drain out excess water from the fields in areas received heavy rainfall.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, farmers are advised not
to stand under the trees and don’t allow the Cattle / Goats / Sheep’s to take shelter under
trees.

e In view of the thunderstorm accompanied with lightning forecast, move away from water
bodies, electric poles and wires.

Rice

e Under assured irrigation farmers are advised to raise rice nurseries of short duration (120-
125 days) varieties.

e Optimum time to transplant medium and short duration varieties is 25 and 21 days old
seedlings respectively.

e After transplanting form alleyways at 2mtrs interval to allow the free flow of the air and
other natural resources, to control BPH and also help the farmer to take up the other
management practices like fertilizer and pesticide application.

e Keep the paddy field bunds clean, in order to avoid Stem Borer and Blast disease during the
crop season as the weeds act as alternate hosts.

Cotton

e  Optimum sowing window is up to July 20" without any yield reduction

e Sow the crop on ridge and furrow method to remove the excess water from the fields and
also to conserve the moisture.

Maize

e Take up the sowing of maize with short duration varieties up to July 31 without any yield
reduction.

e Sow the crop in ridge and furrow method to with stand excess moisture stress during the
vegetative stage and less moisture stress at tasseling and silking stage.

Vegetables

e Take up sowings of Gourds (Ridge Gourd / Snake Gourd / Bitter Gourd etc.,).

e Take up the nursery of Chillies, Tomato, Brinjal and Marigold on raised beds to avoid
damping off.

Sugarcane

e In four months old crop (June — July) earthing up should be carried out. This will protect
the crop from lodging due to heavy rains and stormy/gusty winds.

e Open the trenches in water logged areas due to heavy rains and remove the excess
water through drainage channels.

Mango

e Farmers are advised to go for pruning of dried, diseased and crisscross branches 2-4 weeks
after final harvest to allow the proper ventilation and distribution of solar radiation.

e Back pruning of previous year fruiting branches and go for spraying of Copper-Oxy-
Chloride @ 3 g per liter of water.

e Advised to collect the rotten fruits and fallen leaves and burn them outside the mango
orchard.

Livestock

e Prevailing weather conditions are congenial for the occurrence of
- Ranikhet disease in poultry, ET and PPR in Sheep



- Hemorrhagic Septicemia, Foot and mouth disease in cattle and Buffaloes. To prevent
the diseases, vaccinate the animals
- Deworming in Sheep
